Role and Purpose
At various times of the year we may hold our own special awareness, celebration or fundraising events.  At such events, we need many people on board to ensure that the event runs smoothly and is successful.  Also, other large Christian events (such as Summer Madness; New Horizon; FUEL) provide unique opportunities to talk to potential supporters about Fields of Life.  At these events, you will be talking face to face with people who are particularly interested in our charity.
Suggested Activities
· Fields of Life Events – you may be involved in promoting the event, helping to set up at the event, distributing information and leaflets, greeting people, collecting tickets or money, stewarding, giving out leaflets, providing refreshments, manning a Fields of Life stand etc.
· Outside events e.g. New Horizon – you may be involved in setting up a Fields of Life stand, displaying and distributing Fields of Life information, leaflets and resources, being available to talk to people who are interested in the charity, and taking people’s contact details who wish to be a part of the organisation or receive more information e.g. by signing up to our newsletter mailing list.
Time Required
This role would suit you if you feel you do not have much time to give.  The time required to carry out this role will vary from month to month, as different events will be held at different times of the year.  You can commit to as many or as few events as you are able.  Occasionally, this role will require preparation beforehand, especially if you are involved in the promotion of the event, for example.  
Your commitment to this role will be discussed and agreed with the Volunteer Co-ordinator prior to appointment.
What You Need
· Commitment to Fields of Life’s Basis of Faith, mission statement and core values
· Good communication skills, and ability to work well with the public
· Self-motivation and enthusiasm
· Ability to work as part of a team, and on your own initiative
· Punctuality

Orientation and Training
All volunteers will receive an hour-long Orientation Session on Fields of Life and your volunteer role.  This will be carried out by the Volunteer Co-ordinator, who will tell you all you need to know about the organisation, its mission, ethos, aims and goals, as well as the structure of the organisation and how it is run from day to day.  You will also talk about your role within the organisation and how you can contribute to its aims.  This will also be an opportunity to discuss and finalise your commitment to the role, and to talk over any questions or queries you may have.

Training is more specific than orientation.  Where necessary, you will receive specific training to provide you with the information and skills necessary to perform your volunteer assignment.  Training for this role will be offered, and will be on-the-job training at events.  For manning Fields of Life stands at outside events such as New Horizon, training will be offered on talking to the public about Fields of Life.  
How Fields of Life will support you and how you will benefit
· You will get great satisfaction from serving others and knowing that you are making a difference to individuals and communities in East Africa through assisting Fields of Life.  
· We will provide you with a Volunteer Pack and orientation about Fields of Life, plus training if necessary, to help you get started and carry out your role as effectively as possible.

· We will be on hand to give ongoing one-to-on support and advice.

· You will receive on-the-job training.
· You become part of the Fields of Life family.

· You will be the first to receive up to date Fields of Life news, resources and publications.
· You will have the opportunity to meet new people, make new friends, develop your skills and have fun.
· You will gain knowledge about the needs of each of the East African countries in which Fields of Life work.
